AREQUIPA WHITE CITY 
The history of the department of Arequipa dating back 8000 years ago, as evidenced by its archaeological monuments and rock art located in this part of the country.
The legend says that Arequipa was founded by the fourth Inca, Mayta Capac, who was with his army in that area. When ordered the displacement of people, who asked him to stay there, answering the Inca "qipay ari, which in Quechua means" Yes, stay. "

SANTA CATALINA MONASTERY

Impressive religious monument founded in 1579, considered a masterpiece of colonial architecture and unique in the world. Until 1970, this small town of 20.426 meters square was stopped in time, remained hidden from the world, in severe closure. After 400 years it was restored and opened to the public. It has three cloisters inside almost a hundred cells arranged in 6 blocks and a passage, with a unique square.

THE CATHEDRAL
Built entirely in ashlar, is the city's main church, located at one side of the Plaza de Armas. The facade consists of 70 columns three covers and two large lateral arches. It has real jewels in pictures, sculptures and paintings by renowned artists. The main altar is of marble from Carrara (Italy) and its wooden pulpit is a beautiful carved in France by the artist Rigot and organ made in Belgium. It has a complete museum of religious art.
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The Colca

On the slopes of the impressive Chanchani accessed Colca Valley. The fascination of the place lies in the view of the canyon and the mountains, in the presence of llamas, alpacas, and condors in their natural habitat.
Collaguas terraces built by the V-century baroque churches and villages spread along the valley. In the place known as Cruz del Condor, the gap reaches its maximum depth: 1,200 meters. From the level of river embankments across the canyon beyond the 3,000 meters, which many consider this wall of the deepest canyon in the world. Both the Colca River region as Cotahuasi Valley are ideal for adventure tourism (rafting, hiking, mountain biking, among other sports).
Majes Valley. In the province of Castilla are the petroglyphs of Toro Muerto 5000 with large stones representing geometric figures, flora and fauna. Here volcanic rocks are scattered over an area of nearly 5 km ².


Volcanoes Valley
Located in Andahua, 377 km from Arequipa. Has an incredible landscape formed by about 80 small volcanoes that give the appearance of the lunar surface.


National Sanctuary of Mejía Lagoons

Situated on the coast, 20 km from Mollendo. Natural setting of 690 acres with water of varying salinity marshes, reed beds, salt marshes and grasslands. They can be up to 157 species of birds.
Sumbay Caves
At 88 km from the city. Despite the time, are kept inside valuable cave paintings of the Paleolithic era. Rocky walls represent human figures, llamas, pumas, etc.
Imata Stone Forest.
Very original rock formation located on the way to Puno. Set of natural stone columns, giving the appearance of a mysterious enchanted forest and petrified.


Cotahuasi Valley and Canyon

Interandino Forest located in the province of La Union, where there are attractive Sipia Falls, hot springs, spectacular view of Mount Coropuna and Solimana and Canyon faults. There you can enjoy rafting, trekking, mountain biking, and take awesome photos.
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
